MINING THE LIBRARY:

Scattered across the Central Library—in books, storage
containers, and computer archives—there is a collection
that tells the story of California's musical imagination. Culled
partly from donations and partly from Library purchases,
the Los Angeles Public Library's sheet music collection
numbers in the thousands and is in regular use by patrons.
With many of its pieces having survived the 1986 Central
Library fire, the collection is now set for a revival thanks to a
collaboration among the Library Foundation of Los Angeles,
the Los Angeles Public Library, and a student research team
led by Dr. Josh Kun, a Professor in USC's Department of
American Studies and Ethnicity at the Annenberg School of
Communication and Journalism.

The archive will provide a unique peek into the cultural
history of the state, using music to explore the varied

and multifaceted dreams of California that enthralled the
songwriters and visionaries of generations past.

The team's mission, however, does not end there.

Ken Brecher, President of the Library Foundation, and
Josh Kun are committed to introducing this new collection
to the Los Angeles community, hoping to ultimately
integrate it into the city's dynamic and hybrid cultural
fabric. “This project is about animating the Library's
archives, bringing these songs vibrantly back to life in the
present,” says Kun. “We are going to find out what a new
generation of musicians will do with these songs."

The team is already making major discoveries, and it is
clear that the collection is going to reveal something
new—or even forgotten—about Los Angeles, California’s
rich history, and the image of the West, which has defined
our country since its founding. They are excited to see what

“wholesale theft" and were shocked to learn that those
libraries which were willing to allow the public unrestricted
access to books actually increased the library's circulation.

Urban libraries of the same period were among the first

to embrace several other controversial and modern ideas,
such as creating dedicated spaces for young readers, and
allowing women into the workforce. Such examples, however,
were mostly slow to catch on. One New York library which
